    In the greater piano world, master classes are given only to very advanced and “talented” students.  
(Your will notice that they are listed on resumes of prodigies.) We think all students can benefit from a 
master class every year.  The master teacher’s ideas enrich your child’s education and often provide 
insights which lead to improved technical and artistic skills.  In addition, we encourage you to observe the 
master classes of other students which is rarely allowed.  Class is required for participation in graduation.

   The purpose of Graduation is to continually raise the level of performance of the whole community of 
students.  Audition evaluations give the students information on how they are progressing and often 
provide teachers with new ideas on how to improve performance.   The recital is a chance to celebrate work 
well done and to hear others perform at a high level.  Students also hear pieces they will be learning.

     We want to encourage all students to practice everyday as Dr. Suzuki recommended.  Consistent 
practice enables students to accumulate good habits.  Students develop accountability as they work to reach 
their pledge goals.  Money they earn will help pay for the Play-a-thon Concert at Katzin Hall at ASU – that 
is the big  performance hall downstairs.  (Up to $30.00 of their collected pledge money can be credited for 
their Play-a-thon fees and an additional $30.00 can be credited for the string accompaniment if needed.)
